Water bottles that would normally  

go into a landfill are recycled and 

make the Eco-Bottle retractable    

gel pen and a highlighter.   

   Another new pen we will be in-

troducing is the Erasable Re-write. 
This is an erasable pen, which is 

used in the same way a pencil is 

used.  This will be available in both 

a retractable and stick gel pen.   

These pens will be available as of 

April 1, 2017.  Developing new 

products, like these, allows us to 

continue to hire people who are 

blind or visually impaired.  

We have been making writing instruments for over 40 

years and we have the technical expertise to produce 

these products and this will be a big boost to the

He 

said on days when they did 

not bring their lunch, some of 

the employees would walk over to 

the Roosevelt Hotel for lunch.  He 

said the restaurant in the hotel 

was called the Dutch Diner and was 

located on the first floor. 

 

“The downtown area was easy for 

us to walk to work and lunch, also 

the bus station was almost next 

door”, says Jesse Glenn. 
“There were several small cafes in 

the area, but this is the one I re-

member the most”.   
The Lighthouse is now located on 

2001 Austin Street and has over 60 

employees.
